One of the most important things to remember is that this is a family club and was built and founded with the family and children in mind.  We ask that you ALWAYS conduct yourselves as if in a family environment.

Membership Information

Please fill out and give your membership application and waiver form (page 2 and 3) to a member of the Southside Saddle Club or mail it to the address on the form along with your membership fee.

1) You will need to attend the next membership meeting (held every 4th Monday of the month) and introduce yourself in person.  Yes, I know we hate doing this in front of a crowd we may not know, but it’s not real painful, we’ll help you through it.

2) At this time, you will be assigned a sponsor if you don’t already have a current member who will sponsor you.

3) There will be a membership vote at the following meeting for your acceptance or denial into the club.  During this time, you may ride at the club on Friday nights and other events, but you will not have full membership privileges yet.

4) There is a 90-day probationary period at which time you may be removed from club membership at the discretion of the board and/or it’s members. 

5) We will provide a copy of the by-laws and some basic expectations upon your application approval. 

6) Renewals are due by October 31st of the year you joined for the following year.  There will be late fees assigned between 1 and 60 days late.  At 61 days, you will have to establish a brand new membership and be voted in again (don’t do this, this is no fun).

7) You’re in and now you have a vote at the membership meetings, enjoy discounted riding on Friday nights and you get to work for the club, congratulations!

8) Always look at the website for the most up-to-date club info and e-mail is a MUST!  That is primarily how we communicate. 

Some other basic things to know:

· Members are allowed on the club grounds for riding at almost anytime. We ask that you don’t use the lights except on Practice Night, which is every Tuesday.

· The main arena is closed the Thursday and Friday before any weekend event at the club.  The exception to this rule is the Friday night ride.  Closing the arena prior to these events allows for proper and adequate arena preparation for the event (watering, dragging, etc.)

· You may bring guests during your practice time Tuesday 6pm-9pm at a cost of $5.00 each.  Please collect this fee and turn it into any board member.  Guests are not allowed without a member on the premises.

· Friday night ride nights involve 4 games and some “extras”.  The cost is $5.00 per member for all games and $10.00 for non-members to participate.  “Extra” games are $3.00 each – some of us like to ride more than once.  These evenings are “points” nights and members accumulate points throughout the year that end in year-end prizes!

· Occasionally on Fridays, we have practice night instead of points night.  The cost is $5.00 per member and $10.00 per non-member.  These nights are not counted towards the year-end fun.

· SSSC will ask you to provide help anytime you are at the club with the following duties:

· Picking up trash, setting barrels, poles or any other arena activities, announcing, emptying trash barrels into the dumpster when full, sign-ups, kitchen work, etc.  This is a working club and we count on members to help with the basic needs. 

· We also ask for monetary and food donations from time-to-time for events and general needs (toiletries, baked goods, paint, etc).  We have to remember this is a non-profit organization and everything counts on the members help!     ( Please ( - We are always looking for ways to raise money for the club, so if you know anyone that can help sponsor, let us know.
